Abstract Preparation (Format Requirements)

»  Word limit: 300 words (excluding title, authors/affiliations, and keywords).
» Font: Times New Roman; size 12 for abstract body.

» Line spacing: 1.5 throughout.

o Margins: at least 25 mm on all sides.

o Title length: maximum 20 words.

» Do not include tables, figures, photos, or graphs in the abstract.

» Avoid abbreviations, acronyms, and symbols; write terms in full.

o Authors: up to 8 co-authors, including one presenting author.

» Keywords: 3-7 keywords in alphabetical order.

Abstract Structure (Structured Abstract)
Use the following headings in order. Write clearly and concisely so the abstract can stand
alone:

e Background: Brief context and the problem/gap addressed.

o Objectives: Main aim(s) or research question(s).

o Methods: Study design, setting, participants/data, measures, and analysis.

o Results: Key findings with essential numbers (e.g., n, effect sizes, confidence
intervals) where relevant.

e Conclusion: Main takeaway and implications for health literacy practice, policy, or
research.

Writing Standards & Common Reasons for Rejection

Ensure your abstract matches the conference theme and selected track.
State the objective explicitly and keep methods/results aligned with it.
Report concrete results (not “results will be discussed”).

Proofread carefully; the proceedings will publish exactly what you submit.
Disclose ethics approval/consent where relevant (briefly, within Methods).
Full article is not accepted.

Presentation Guidelines
Oral Presentation

Each contributed oral presentation shall last for 15 minutes. Please plan your talk to be 10
minutes long, allowing 5 minutes for questions. If there are any changes due to the number
of submitted works, the organizing committee will announce revised information as soon
as possible.

The presentation materials should be in a Microsoft PowerPoint file format (*.ppt or *.pptx)
that is compatible with PowerPoint 2021 or in a PDF format that is compatible with Adobe
Reader 11.
